3. Principal’s Report – Ms Taddei

a) Update - Information Nights for Grade 7 Parents and Students and Byng Arts were very successful. First term report cards are due December 15th. 

b) Student Learning - On the first collaboration day, staff were encouraged to use the school mission statement and teachers were encouraged to support the school goals by joining one of the School Task Forces.

c) New Structure for Planning - Three Task Forces have been established: a  Connections Team, an Outreach Team and a Stewardship and Sustainability Team with representatives from teachers, parents, students and the administration.  A Steering Committee chaired by Sean Nugent will be composed of the Team Chairs as well as the current parent representatives on SPC and student representatives. Sean Nugent will provide additional information at the next PAC meeting.

4. Literacies Survey - Diane Potts UBC

Diane Potts reviewed the results of a national literacy project which included the Lord Byng English Department. The next project addresses accountability and involves three schools, one of which is Lord Byng, and includes a survey of PAC members.
