Minutes of the meeting held February 27, 2007. The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

1. Acceptance of the Agenda

Valerie Jenkinson moved to accept the agenda as presented. Seconded by Leo Ferry. MOTION CARRIED.

2. Minutes of the January 23, 2007 Meeting
Jan Berney moved to accept the minutes of the January 23, 2007 meeting as presented. Seconded by Kathy Mukai. MOTION CARRIED.
3. Principal’s Report – Ms Taddei

a) Grade Assemblies – students were provided with information on school expectations, School Growth Plan and social responsibility.  

b) Articulation – Working on projections for next year, staffing and class sizes/composition.

c) Junior and Senior Awards Programs  – underway along with Grad activities.

d) School Dance – 450 tickets sold with 50% of sales going to Winter Warmth.

e) Opportunity Fair – included post-secondary institutions and potential employers.

f) Spring Break Trips – Band to Italy, Modern Languages to Cuba and Track and Field to Australia.

g) Mid-Term Exams – Exam Review Committee discussing scheduling and assessment. Status Quo for next year but may be some adjustments for following years.

h) CANAQUA Bottled Water – promoting the purchase of CANAQUA to the school community is a potential fundraising initiative for school. More information is available at www.canaqua.com and/or Linda Samis could give a presentation at a future meeting. Concerns raised included the selling of the school name, promoting a single supplier of a product and advocating the use of bottled water vs tap water. Ms. Taddei will speak with the Superintendent about these concerns.  PAC Executive will draft some guiding principles regarding fundraising initiatives for discussion. 

4. Grocery Certificates  - Michele Carrington

Michele is working on expanding the program to include new retailers. The grocery certificate form has been translated into Chinese and includes T & T. The form is available on the PAC website or parents can phone or email Michele to place their orders. Typically, 3 to 8% of the purchase amount goes to the school depending on the retailer. PAC Executive will consider developing a process to direct funds to special interest groups within the school (for example, Byng Basketball Society, Byng Music Society, etc.) who promote the purchase of the certificates to their members. 

5. Treasurer’s Report – Annie Wang

Grocery Certificates generated $910 in revenue in the past month. Annie Wang moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. Seconded by John Robertson. MOTION CARRIED.

6. 2006/2007 Wish List – Daniel Chowne

Funds available total $44,068. A summary of wish list recommendations was distributed which would disperse approximately $33,600 of the funds. 

Jan Berney moved to accept the Summary of Wish List recommendations as presented. Seconded by Leo Ferry. MOTION CARRIED.
A second round of wish list disbursements will be presented to PAC for approval before the end of the school year.

7. Dry Grad Activities – Karin Smith
Future Grad fundraising initiatives include a Family Bingo Night, a Grad raffle, Cookie Dough and Coffee sales plus another bottle drive on April 21st. Next Dry Grad meeting is March 6th in the Library.

8. Guest Speaker – West 2 Community School Team – “Changing Role of the School Liaison Team”

Les Smith gave an overview of the role of the West 2 Community School Team. The Community School Team includes a Teacher, four  Community School Coordinators, two Youth and Family Workers and a Programmer. Various initiatives are underway. 9. Chinese Parent Support Group

Annie Wang presented background information to the decision to form a Committee to support Chinese parents and to provide communication between them and the school and Lord Byng PAC. She then introduced the PAC Coordinator for the Chinese Parent Support Committee, Lewis Liu, who described the results of the February 9th meeting of Chinese Parents and invited PAC to a Chinese Lunar New Year Party at the school on March 2nd from 6:00 to 9:00 pm.

The Chinese Parent Support Committee could serve as a model for other parent groups. Ms. Taddei agreed to provide statistics on the distribution of language groups at Lord Byng.
